 Servants don’t choose their 

place of service 

 They are assigned 

 John 5:19 & 30, “Most 

assuredly, I say to you, the Son 

can do nothing of Himself, but 

what He sees the Father do; for 

whatever He does, the Son also 

does in like manner.” 

 “I do not seek My own will but 

the will of the Father who sent 

Me.” 

 John 6:38, “For I have come 

down from heaven, not to do My 

own will, but the will of Him 

who sent Me.”

 Servants seek only the approval 

of their master 

 Matthew 25:21, “His lord said 

to him, „Well done, good and 

faithful servant; you were 

faithful over a few things, I will 

make you ruler over many 

things. Enter into the joy of your 

lord.” 

 Godly servants are happy and 

thankful to serve 

 Also Matthew 25:21 & 23 

 The best restaurant servers - 

 Their customers know they are 

happy to serve them 

 Psalm 40:8, “I delight to do 

Your will, O my God,  



o And Your law is within 

my heart.” 

 Psalm100:2, “Serve the LORD 

with gladness; 

         Come before His presence 

with singing.”
